Substance Abuse Action Coalition History

The Substance Abuse Action Coalition was formed in 2002 
as a response to the federal government’s call for prevention 
coalitions.  Communities were granted funds to develop coalitions 
and activities that address four key objectives:

    * Frequency of use in the past 30 days
    * Perception of harm or risk
    * Perception of disapproval of use by peers and by adults
    * Age of onset of any drug use

Today over 200 people, from all sectors in the community, are 
very engaged in the SAAC process.  The three teams are active 
and exciting and are, according to the data, beginning to make a 
difference.

Poster Session Participants

Poster sessions are informal presentations made during 
the 2-hour networking session on October 8th.  Poster 
sessions are an excellent way to explain and visually 
showcase a single program or activity and stimulate 
informal discussion between presenters and audience 
members. This will be an informal opportunity for 
networking and exchanging innovative ideas and for 
useful feedback and discussion on posters presented by 
prevention coalitions and agencies across the state.

Poster presentations should be understandable to a 
broad range of prevention professionals and community 
members and stakeholders.  Presenters must follow 
guidelines for size, format, and scheduling. There are 
no “walk-in” poster presentations.  Poster presentations 
cannot advertise goods or services.  All poster session 
presentations are to be produced with clarity using 
photographs, graphics and text. Your name and affiliation 
must be included.  The work must be original by the 
author(s).

A display area for poster presentations will be provided. 
There will be a scheduled time for the presenters to stand 
with their posters to explain their work to conference 
attendees. All presenters are expected to attend.  All 
poster materials are to be produced and mounted on a 
flat, vertical surface not to exceed the size of a standard 
cardboard display panel (provided). The materials are to 
be mounted using double-stick tape or push pins.
