1. Introductions

2. Russ Zeeb (Sarpy County Sheriff’s Dept)—Lt. Russ Zeeb presented to the group TRACE,  Sarpy County’s efforts to stem underage drinking by targeting the provider/purchaser.  Lancaster County Community Groups voiced their interest in moving forward with this concept and organizing a meeting with the key stakeholders to get buy-in. 3. Kathy Siefken (NE Grocers Association)- Kathy handed out a list of bills before the legislature this session, and more specifically shared with us the status of bills that are alcohol/drug related.  Overall feeling among lawmakers is a general reticence to create new laws when already there are ones in place to address a problem-we need to figure out how to make those on the books enforceable instead of writing new ones.  Regarding underage drinking…..TRACE is really a better way to make change in the community to address this problem. Very little underage buying is happening at grocery stores—it’s mostly shoulder tapping.  What if MIP’s couldn’t access diversion unless they named the person who bought them alcohol? 100% of Lincoln grocery stores are a member of her group and she would be willing to help us get the word out to regarding our projects.
