After self-introductions, Sara said Roxie committed to attend again to discuss transportation issues but must have gotten hung up in another meeting and we would try again. The group has a lot of questions about how kids are supposed to get to therapy and group homes. 
Patte passed around copies of the SAAC Indicators report printed in 2010 and said that we plan to do a reprint with new information not available last year. Urban high schools have not participated in the substance abuse surveys in the past and this year several schools did SHARP surveys which will be available this summer. DHHS did a Nebraska Young Adult Alcohol Opinion Survey in October 2010 and some of this data will be included. Cornhusker Place also has three data sets of arrestee data that will be added to the report, hopefully with some last drink data from Phil Tegeler. Patte asked what other information is missing that would be valuable for the community to get an appropriate snapshot of what we see in Lancaster County. Sheli suggested that the different classifications of IOPs be included with drug court information and other drug and alcohol intervention programs. Data from the Wait List project would be helpful. In the last printing it was not possible to get information from Magellan on levels of care. It was suggested that Julie Scott in probation could get numbers for non-monetary vouchers for the SASS program and juvenile numbers should be available. Bev said a registered provider list should be included since things are changing. 
New drug threats like K-2 and changes in legislation for alcohol and drugs would be helpful. Those include K-2, the interlock system, MIP changes and increased penalties for driving under the influence. 

Sara asked who the group would like to have at future meetings. Roxie is still on the list along with Vicki Maca, Senator Kathy Campbell, Teresa Campbell from KVC and someone from Medicaid. 

Upcoming Events in Substance Abuse:
Sara Wolter said the statewide SCIP training will take place in July and she still needed to fill one 90 minute slot. She asked for suggestions from the group. Bullying, cyberbullying, prevention programs, data and gangs were mentioned. Sara said the teachers had requested more information on gangs. It was suggested that just educating educators on gang graffiti and outward signs of gang activity might not be as helpful as a more in-depth discussion of why kids get involved. Patte suggested Omaha City Councilman Ben Gray as a possible resource for good information.
