GOAL #1
To educate policy makers at all levels, about the status of substance abuse treatment in Nebraska.

Objective 1:  To increase the knowledge base about the advantages of public and private funding and accessible treatment.

Action Step 1.1:  Survey and individually meet with public officials at all levels including City Council; County Board; State Senators; Mayor and Governor.
Action Step 1.2: Educate policy makers it is their fiscal, civic and ethical interest to support parity.
Action Step 1.3  Develop an annual report on the “State of Health and Substance Abuse” in Lancaster County, Nebraska. Compare Lincoln to our 5 sister CSI cities in the areas of capacity, parity, and access. Turn data into useful material.

Objective 2:  Continue to work with NABHO, NAACAC, NE Recovery Network, and other associations, etc., for a greater collaborative influence on issues of capacity, parity and access.
Action Step 2.1:  Encourage active membership of SAAC Treatment Team members with NABHO, NAADAC, and other key associations addressing health parity.
GOAL #2
To increase access to treatment by decreasing barriers.
Objective 1:  To continue to advocate for Health Insurance Parity.

Action Step 2.1:  Ask Health Insurance Companies to add parity in substance abuse to their policies.

Action Step 2.2:  Hire a graduate student to identify how other Midwest states get more money for substance abuse than Nebraska does.

Action Step 2.3:  Enlist the assistance of the “recovery community” in all aspects of this two year plan.  Develop a Television Talk Show Series about Recovery.

Action Step 2.4:  Develop a television late night talk show.
     GOAL #3
 To reach more people in need of substance abuse treatment.
Objective 1:  To expand community based outpatient and nontraditional treatment approaches.
Action Step 3.1:  To work closer with Faith Partners and other proven projects and their missions.

Action Step 3.2:  To bring in sample “successful” programs to discuss and potentially duplicate here.
Action Step 3.3:  To work with the city in their efforts to improve Lincoln neighborhoods with drug/alcohol issues.
Action Step 3.4:  Meet with the New Americans Task Force and Fusion Project to increase our knowledge of alcohol and other cultures.  To train persons from other cultures to work in agencies.
